LIVINGstON
Created as one of Scotland�s �ve new towns in 1963 Livingston has 
grown enormously in recent years and now boasts a population in 
excess of 50,000 people.

Strategically located within the central belt of Scotland the area has 
a catchment of 3 million people within a 1 hour drive and provides 
easy access to the M8 connecting Edinburgh and Glasgow.

Key companies that have chosen to locate here include BSkyB, 
Intelligent Finance, Bausch and Lomb, Jabil and Tesco.

Further investment of £130 million by Land Securities in the 
Element Shopping Centre will provide 275 retail outlets including 
Marks & Spencer�s and Debenhams on its completion in October 
2008. This will complement the existing Almondvale shopping 
centre and MacArthur Glen designer outlet, with Livingston now 
offering some of the best retailing in Scotland. ASDA Wal-Mart 
and Morrison�s supermarket are all within easy reach.

Leisure facilities are in abundance with LA Fitness, Bannantynes 
Gym, Deer Park golf club, the Vue cinema and numerous 
restaurant facilities.

LOCATION
Eliburn Park is located at Appleton Parkway close to J3A of the 
M8. The entire site extends to 20 acres and will comprise a mixed 
use development of of�ce and industrial buildings. The adjacent 
ancillary land is capable of accommodating pub/restaurant, small 
retail and crŁche uses, subject to planning.

The area has already proved popular with occupiers including 
Tepnal, Nikon Precision, Atos Origin and Shin Etsu.

The �rst phase of of�ces within Eliburn Park will extend to 2,670 
sq m (28,743 sq ft) and comprise 4 G1K�s, 4 G2K�s and 3 G5K�s. 
The of�ces will be constructed in a courtyard formation with  
a high degree of landscaping and block pavier road.
